I will protect my personal and private information (like my full name, address, passwords, photos)
and that of others, and won’t share information without asking a trusted adult first.

Help others to be safe and kind online.
If I see someone being treated unfairly online, I will tell an adult and try to help.

Be responsible and be honest.
I will follow these guidelines when I use technology and I will ask a trusted adult if I don’t know
what’s right.
